Process for Assigning Pupils to the School
All resident Lake Shore students are assigned to a school based on the student’s

age, ability level, and residence location within the district. Resident students
wishing to attend a school not within their residence boundaries have the option of
requesting a transfer through the Office of Educational Services.

School of choice students are assigned to a school based on the student’s age,
ability level, and whenever possible, parent request.

Masonic Heights Elementary is beginning its second year of a new school
improvement cycle with the 2011-12 school year.
