Individual school 

work jobs, designed to 

meet each student's 

skills and needs (e.g., 

washing dishes, wip-

ing tables, doing laun-

dry etc.). 

A group dog treats 

fundraiser which in-

volves making, pack-

aging and delivering 

dog treats to the 

LSHS classrooms, 

Kennedy Middle 

School and job sites. 

Individualized work 

stations/ table work, 

in which students 

work on targeted 

skills according to the 

students' individual 

needs and the class-

room curriculum.  

Our students have mul-

tiple opportunities to 

participate in Commu-

nity Based Instruction 

(CBI).  This allows our 

students to practice 

skills taught in the 

classroom in the com-

munity.  Students are 

offered a variety of ex-

periences that increase 

pre-vocational/

vocational, daily living, 

and social skills.  Every 

Monday, Tuesday and 

Thursday our class goes 

to three different job 

sites (St. Clair Shores 

Civic Arena, Lake 

Shore Church and Vivi-

anoôs) to develop work 

skills for use in the fu-

ture.  

We have a variety of 

jobs and we continually 

strive to create new 

ways to encourage and 

facilitate independence.  

We use positive rein-

forcement more than 

corrective statements 

when talking to the stu-

dents. We give them 

choices and help them 

follow the routine and 

teach them appropriate 

social skills.
